She specialises in the social impact of tourism, tourism marketing communication, event management and tourism management.  She has written several chapters on cultural tourism, communication and tourism marketing issues. She also has practical experience working for the Federated Hospitality Association of South Africa (FEDHASA). At the SAESBA-Conference in 2001 she received the best presenters’ award. 
She is currently one of the senior researchers in the School of Business Management and the Niche for the Socio-Economic impact of Tourism which focus on various aspects of tourism management. Prof Slabbert is also a board member of the Southern African Institute for Management Scientists, Heritage Potchefstroom, and the Potchefstroom Tourism Association. She is referee for the National Research Foundation (NRF), the Southern Africa Business Review and the South African Journal for Research in Sport, Physical Education and Recreation. 

She plays an active role in the School of Business Management where she is the academic programme leader for Tourism Management. This involves the management of academic issues pertaining to Tourism, programme development and alignment.
